Golf lessons and/or assessment can be                  
arranged immediately - you do not have to wait until your membership application is approved.  Please                   
contact the Professional directly to arrange this - it could save you valuable time.

Subscriptions* are payable in advance by 1st July each year (*subject to annual review).  Other levies may also apply from time to time, as approved by the Club Committee.

Whilst the Club diary contains much of the golf and social information, changes do take place
throughout the year and you are strongly advised to keep a constant watch on the (many) notice boards
around the clubhouse.   The general information boards are in the main foyer but there are other notice
boards in the snug, snug foyer, and locker rooms.   Notices with up to date tee bookings and course 
information for the current and following week are located outside the professionals shop.   If you are

Membership Applications - Notes

(PLEASE READ CAREFULLY - FAILURE TO COMPLY WILL DELAY YOUR APPLICATION)

The following procedure applied in respect of applications for Membership of Waterlooville Golf Club (Club Rules 2.5.1 to 2.5.9 refer)

1.
The applicant’s proposer should obtain, from the Secretary, an application form.  Once completed it is to be submitted to the Secretary together with letters of support from the applicants Proposer and Seconder (both of whom must be Full members of Waterlooville Golf Club of at least 2 years standing)*, a cheque for £50 and a copy of a current Handicap Certificate (if held).  Letters of support from the Captain and/or Secretary of a current or previous Golf Club will be accepted from applicants who have recently moved to this area.

* If the applicant does not know any existing WGC members and has not been a member of 

a previous Golf Club, they should contact the Secretary for alternative procedures. 

NB:  APPLICATIONS CANNOT BE PROCESSED WITHOUT ALL THE NECESSARY PAPERWORK

2.
On receipt of the application, together with the necessary deposit (currently £50) and letters of support, the applicant’s name and address, plus the names of the sponsor and seconder, will be published on the Club’s main notice board for 28 days, during which any objections by Club members to the application may be submitted in writing to the Secretary.  After the 28 days the application will then be placed by the Secretary before the next scheduled meeting of the Club’s Committee

3.
If approved, the applicant will be informed and arrangements will be made for an interview with a panel let by the Club Captain.  This will normally take place within 2-3 weeks of the Committee’s approval.

4.
If the application is not approved the applicant’s deposit will be returned to him immediately after the relevant Committee meeting.

5.
Normally, and provided there is no current waiting list, 5-day membership is offered initially and will be effective from the 1st of the month following interview provided the necessary criteria are met (golfing ability and payment of all fees).  It should be noted that 7-day (Full) membership may be available immediately - the Secretary will inform you of the current situation. (Note: 7-day membership is currently available)
6.
Upon acceptance as a Member entry to the Club can only be gained by use of a Club ‘Swipe Card’ - an application form is available at the bar.  The card will normally be ready for collection from the bar within 24 hours.  The card is also used for making purchases from the bar or restaurant - a minimum deposit of £30 (cheque) or £20 (cash) is required.  The card can be ‘topped-up’ at the bar or kitchen and cannot be used if not in credit.                                                                               The loss of the card must be reported immediately to the Secretary.  A replacement will be provided (current cost £5).  Please note there is an annual swipe card levy of £50, (subject to annual review) payable with subscriptions.

7.
All Club members are asked to give their full support to the Club’s bar and catering facilities and social events, including functions, theme evenings and Sunday lunches.  Please keep an eye on the Club’s website and on the notice boards in the main foyer and elsewhere around the Clubhouse for details of all events both golfing and social.

8.
For information the current Joining Fee (one off payment) for adults aged 30 and above is £995 and the current annual subscription (from 1st July 2010) is £994 for 7-day [male].  Payment of the latter is on a pro-rata basis, depending on the joining date.  There is a sliding scale of joining fee and subscriptions for Colts (18-21) and those up to age 29 - please ask for details.  Subscription renewals must be paid on or before 30th June each year.  Failure to do so will jeopardize your membership.

9.
With effect from July 2008 an annual ‘Club Improvement Scheme’ levy of £84 applies (subject to annual review) to cover the cost of the (10 year) bank loan taken out in 2007 to effect major improvements to the golf course and to a much lesser extent the clubhouse.  This is payable by all playing members, including Juniors who pay £25 per annum.
